
 

 

 

I studied macro economics from Joe Ashby, PhD., while at Trinity University in San Antonio, Texas.  

Dr. Ashby had been the Undersecretary of the Navy under President Roosevelt during World War II.  

His immediate superior was John Kenneth Galbraith, Secretary of the Navy and the major proponent of 

Keynesian economics under that administration.  What I learn from Dr. Ashby is that money grows.  Un-

der the best circumstances, for every dollar spent on goods and services, seven dollars are created.  

Economists of that Era argued that money had to be spent in order to keep things going.  Growth they 

would argue is based on demand of goods and services.  If individual consumers do not have confidence 

in the Market, then, it is the government „s responsibility to make up for the demand.   

 

Things have not change all that much in our economic understanding since then.  Remember how after 

911, President Bush called the American people to go out and spend money?  And now President Obama 

says to the G8 and G20 conference of World Leaders- “keep on spending.”  Ultimately the key to eco-

nomic growth is under girded by the faith of the people.  If people believe that things will become better 

their pocket books open, if not, they close up.   

       

Over the last twenty years, many have been on a mindless spending spree on credit without regard to the 

ability to pay, and there the problem lies.  We are trying to meet a spiritual need by the consumption of 

material goods.  In an attempt to meet that spiritual vacuum it has lead us to witness greed to levels un-

heard of in today‟s business world. That, in turn, leading us to a point of self-destruction; 

economic, social and environmental.    

 

There is an antidote to this illness that only God can provide.  It is found in servant-hood; 

peace and self-fulfillment comes in serving God and neighbor.  I have been in the homes of 

the  poorest of the poor and I am always amazed of how self-giving these individuals are; 

how trust in God prevails above everything.   Also in these environs, I have been a witness 

to how gratitude becomes contagious and acts of grace are multiplied.  Think of how much 

better we, as a people, would be if we followed our Master‟s edict, “It is  better to give 

than to receive.”    

 

As Christians, we are called to answer to the needs of both those 

who live in Spiritual, as well as, material poverty.  And there– “the 

Rub”!  It is easier to Judge than to Love.  Love is costly.
